The President's Vietnam speech, as you know, is producing an enor-
mous amount of mail. It surely will go beyond the 19, 000 telegrams
and 180, 000 letters and cards which resulted from the October 15
demonstration. Despite the fact that other major projects and ac-
knowledgement of the moratorium letters have created great backlogs
in the White House mail and correspondence sections and in the
Departments of Defense and State, we must move quickly to respond
to the new flood of mail.
