PROMISES: One thing worse than not keeping a promise is making a
promise that can't be kept. Mavrch 28, 1968.

p/ ORDER: Change is the essence of progress. But theve can be no progrvess
without order, no freedom without orvder, no justice without ovder. Mavrch 7, 1968.

ENTHUSIASM: We need the same enevgy in positive causes that negative causes
enlist. We need helping hands, not marching feet. Mavch 28, 1968.

RUNAWAY GOVERNMENT: This nation became great not because of what
government did for people, but what people did for themselves.

INFLATION: Only if we can make substantial progress toward balancing the
federal budget are millions of Americans going to be able to balance their
Jamily budget.

VOTING AGE: I have always supported the 18-year old vote since the
proposition has first been suggested.

AMERICA: I believe in the Amevican dveam, because I have seen it come true
m my own life. 1960.
CAUSES: A man who never lost himself in a cause bigger than himself has
missed one of life's mountaintop experiences. Only in losing himself does he

find himself. Only then does he discover all the latent strvengths he never knew
he had and which othevwise would have vemained dorvmant.  1962.
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GOVERNMENT: We must never fovget that the strength of America is not
n its government, but in its people. And we say tonight theve is no limit to
the goals Amevica can veach, provided we stay true to the great Amevican
traditions. 1960.

The vole of government is not to take responsibility from
people, but to put responsibility on them. It is not to dictate to people, but
to encourage and stimulate the cveative productivity of 180,000, 000 free
Americans. That is the way to progress in America. 1960.

INFLATION: When inflation sets in. . .the consumer takes a beating; the
Administration takes a powder, the farmer takes the rap.
